	CMSA Permit including Satellite Agencies
The committee discussed Central Martin Sanitary Agency’s Tentative Order that includes, for the first time, its satellite agencies which are separate entities. There was a discussion about the history of their negotiations, and of the high rate of I/I in their service area. The committee members were uncomfortable with NPDES permitting as a vehicle for collection system regulation, but were generally supportive of the Regional Water Board compelling the collection systems to reduce I/I by another mechanism. 

	You Can’t Squeeze Wine from a Stone: The Success of Napa Sanitation District’s I&I Reduction Program 

Andrew Damron, Napa Sanitation District provided a presentation on Napa’s I/I Reduction Program. Napa initially had a peaking factor of almost 10. Andrew discussed the District’s rate increase process to pay for the $120M program that resulted in six completed projects associated with measurable flow reductions. The presentation described that field work associated with identifying areas to target. The district had an evolving planning process that built on results from early efforts.

The State Water Board is restarting its data review committee and is asking for corrections in its CIWQS database.
